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The EU Ecolabel is part of a broader approach of sustainable consumption and
production.

The EU eco-label is a market-based voluntary instrument that has as a major
twofold purpose:

*to promote the design, production, marketing and use of consumer products
and services that have a reduced environmental impact during their entire life-
cycle, and

*to provide consumers with better information on the environmental quality of
products and services, to help them make informed environmental choices in
their purchases.



Why should we use the Ecolabel?

The EU Ecolabel is awarded to products or services that:

eUse less energy;
eLast longer;
eAre easier to recycle;

eConsume fewer natural resources.

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EU Ecolabel, the framework Regulation

Regulation (EC) No 1980/2000

Currently, this Regulation is under revision. The main changes associated with this
revision are:

*a broader scope, including more product groups;

a greater focus of environmental criteria on the most significant impacts, including
climate change, and inclusion of health and safety, social and ethical aspects;
*Enhanced relation to Green Public Procurement;

A different level and approach to fees (application and annual fees);

*A revised logo.



The EU Ecolabel for Tourist Accommodation Service and
Campsite Service — state of play

Still in force:
TAS — Tourist Accommodation Service — Commission Decision 2003/287/EC

CSS — Campsite Service — Commission Decision 2005/338/EC

But,

both were revised and new draft Decisions were approved on the Regulatory
Committee, 19 March 2009.

12 months will be granted for adaptation period




The EU Ecolabel for Tourist Accommodation Service and
Campsite Service — Scope

Tourist Accommodation Service

The provision, for a fee, of sheltered overnight
accommodation in appropriately equipped rooms,
including at least a bed, offered as a main service
to tourists, travellers and lodgers

Campsite service

The provision, for a fee, of pitches equipped
for mobile lodging structures within a defined
area.

It shall also comprise other accommodation
facilities suitable for the provision of shelter to
lodgers and collective areas for communal
service.

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Revised EU Ecolabel for TAS & CSS

Will come into force soon, but Operators will have a 12 month
transition period for services that have been awarded the Ecolabel
based on previous Decisions.

The main changes foreseen are:

Stringer levels of compliance, in general terms, with special focus
on energy efficiency and water consumption;

*At least 50% of electricity from renewable energy sources
(mandatory criterion);

*Some new criteria;

*A new score, on TAS, minimum 20-31 points, out of 116 points
*A new score, on CSS, minimum 20-35 points, out of 126 points.
